C. M. E. A. MUSIC FESTIVAL

In-person for K-12 students.

Students are expected to be well
prepared, introduce self and piece, and present one piece to be evaluated by an adjudicator. Standards include: tone,
technique, musicianship, interpretation, etc. Details are subject to change and are made by the CM.E.A.

In-person & virtual options for students of all ages and levels.

Our in-
person community performances are held in cafes, art galleries, retirement communities, and the like. We also
encourage our students to contribute a recording to our Virtual Community Performance which we share with assisted
living homes who are not able to have in-person visitors.

H. P. S. MUSIC FESTIVAL

Virtual and in-person options for students of all ages and levels.

Held in the spring, the Hamilton Piano Music Festival is a well-dressed event where students present music to an
adjudicator for a formal evaluation. Students are expected to be well prepared, introduce self and piece(s), and
present one or two pieces to be evaluated by our staff based on universal music standards including: tone, technique,
interpretation, musical effect, stage presence, efc. earning a rating of Superior Plus, Superior, Excellent,
Good/Average, Fair, or Needs improvement.
